The Norwegian Bar Association administer a litigation project that offers legal assistance in testing decisions made by the immigration authorities in the court of law. We select cases with principal questions, and with a reasonable chance of a successful court judgement. Unfortunately, we have to refuse approx 95 % of the applications. It is not possible to appeal our decisions. 

You may apply for assistance if:

· you are an asylum seeker or an immigrant, and 
· you have got a final negative decision from the immigration authorities, and

· you do not have any application in process in the immigration authorities, 

· you do not have a lawyer
If the litigation group decides to take on your case, you don’t have to pay for the attorney representing you. However, if you loose the case in court, you will usually have to pay the litigation costs of the opposing party, trial fee, and additional costs. You should be aware of the financial risk of taking legal proceedings against the state, which may be more than NOK 50 000. The litigation group offers only assistance to legal review in the court’s first instance. The representing lawyer will consider if he is willing to assist you also in the appellate court. 
How to apply: 

· We only accept written applications, either by post, e-mail or delivered at our address. 

· If it is necessary with a personal meeting, we will contact you. 

· The application must be submitted in Norwegian or English, and must contain: 

· Registration form (only in asylum cases)

· Report from asylum interview (only in asylum cases)

· Decision from the Norwegian Directorate of Immmigration (UDI)

· Final decision from the Norwegian Immigration Appeals Board (UNE) 

· Refusal of application to reverse final decision (only if applied for) 
· The standard application form of the action and procedure group. The form may be handed out in our reception, or may be downloaded from our website www.advokatenhjelperdeg.no/artikler/free-legal-aid-in-immigration-cases/. 

If you previously have been represented by a lawyer, we will contact him/her to clarify the assignment. The case may be rejected if you no longer stay in Norway. 
You will receive a written confirmation that your application is received within some days, and the result of our assessment within approx. 10 weeks after that. The documents will be returned to you when the case is closed. Please inform us if you change your address or phone number. If we can’t get in touch with you, the documents will eventually be destroyed. We only answer e-mail and telephones Tuesdays and Thursdays from 1 pm to 2 pm (13 – 14). 
We have a duty of confidentiality concerning the personal information we get to know by working with your case. It is voluntary to apply and give information to us. Personal information will only be used for the purpose of maybe bringing your case to court. Information will only be spread to cooperating parties and governments to such extent that this purpose allows us. The board of the NBA is responsible for the informationmanagement. 
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
